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General Information

the key combination and you will be surprised how much faster you can work.

This represents no risk. This note contains important information on the correct use, configuration or operation of the software. Follow these instructions

to avoid inefficiencies and unnecessary support tickets. For example, this note can show you that an option is hidden and tells you how to proceed if you
want to show it again.

I IMPORTANT

Beyond Record Search x Attributes is an extension for Microsoft Dynamics 365 Business Central.

Beyond Record Search x Attributes combines the functionalities of Beyond Record Search and Beyond Attributes Core.
You can search forrecords and further narrow the search results using attributes created with Beyond Attributes Core.
This feature applies toservice items only.

You receive the search results within a few milliseconds and can double-click on the record found (for example, an
item) to transferit tothe lines. The search results are displayed in a clearly arranged window. To avoid tying up
computing capacity forthe search, 50 search results are retrieved from your database at a time. If more results are
required, you can automatically load more search results by scrolling down.

Search Service Items by Attributes in Document
Line
This section describes how to use the Search Term column in the document lines to search for service items based on the

attributes associated with the service item.
Tosearch foraservice item, do the following:

O NOoTE

Feature can only be used for service items
Note that you can only use the search based on attributes for service items.

A prerequisite for the search is also that corresponding attributes are stored at the service item.

1. Intheservice document, underthe Lines tab, select Service ltemunder the Type column.
2. Underthe Search Term column, entera search termto be used for the search.
3. Toconfirmthesearch, pressthe Enterkey.
4. The Edit - Record Search window is displayed.
